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 Sahara Trek Update 
 

Chloe and I duly set off with our fellow trekkers at 06.30 on 16th November from 
Newark bound for Gatwick. We were all very excited if a little nervous. 
 
Marrakech was buzzing with sellers trying to get you to go and see their stalls, 
others wanted you to have your picture taken with their monkeys and snakes, 
ladies wanting to henna your hands and arms ï all for a fee. The colours were 
very bright and the noise tremendous. You were very lucky to get to the riad 
without being mowed down by bicycles and motorcycles which were everywhere 
and did not seem to follow a highway code!! 
 
The 5 hour drive the following day took us across the mountains towards 
Ouarzazate taking in wonderful views and also the fort where part of the film 
Gladiator was shot and mountains which were used in the film Babel. The roads 
were tarmac but the winding route certainly tested the travel bands and travel 
sickness tablets!! 
 
After a night in a hotel in Ouarzazate, another 5 hour drive across more 
mountains on similar winding roads, with the same effects, brought us to MôHamid 
which literally means ñthe end of the roadò. Our camels awaited already laden 
down with water, food, tents, mattresses and then a further 25 holdalls were 
added!! 
 
We had a two hour ñgentleò walk on the Sunday afternoon to acclimatise us and 
see what we were up against. Although I felt I was fit when I left England and had 
done enough training, these two hours were a real eye opener and I was ready to 
come home when we finally stopped for mint tea and to make camp. You can not 
really prepare for walking in the sand in the Sahara ï it bears no resemblance to 
anything you would encounter in this country and I felt we must have climbed 
every sand dune in the Sahara!! My knee had given way already resulting in a 
very undignified landing. To be fair this caused much hilarity amongst the gang 
and I continued to provide entertainment for them on a regular basis on the trek. 
But that afternoon I was ready to cry and come home. How was I going to cope 
with 5 days of this?? That was where I first experienced the support and 
camaraderie of the trekkers ï 2 of the guys could tell I wasnôt coping well and 
came over and gave me a hug and words of encouragement. They were brilliant.

Our tents were easy to assemble and we were 2 to a tent. We slept on very thin 
mattresses but once you got snuggled into your sleeping bag in your thermals 
you were so tired we were all usually asleep by 9.00pm!!  
 
Our day started at 6.30pm when we layered up due to the cold and dismantled 
our tent. Most of us were awake long before then however, due to the camels 
snorting and letting off wind!! Breakfast was at 7.30am and we were walking by 
8.00am . Breakfast was eaten outside and consisted of bread with various 
cheeses/jams for topping, coffee and porridge. Our water allocation was given 
out for the day and we lathered on the suncream and set off.  
 
We usually walked for 4 hours with a couple of ten minute stops during the 
morning and our guides, Jamal and Zaid, found shade (goodness knows how!!) 
for us to rest for a couple of hours and have lunch.  

The food at lunch time was mostly salads with tuna/sardines/mackerel with bread 
but very tasty and superbly presented. We completed another 2 hours in the 
afternoon and had usually stopped at our next camp and set up the tents, ready 
for our mint tea, by 4.30pm. 
Our evening meal was served to us in a very large tent set up by the cooks and 
camel drivers at 7.30pm and again these meals were hot, very tasty and 
nutritious. Amazing, considering where we were. 
 
The main aim during our trek was to trek to ñEricò, a 300m sand dune. This was 
achieved by Tuesday. We set up camp at 2.00pm and had a rest in the afternoon 
ready to walk the final half hour to Eric at 5.00pm and climb to the top in time to 
see the sunset. The ascent was basically straight up the front at about 40 
degrees though there was slightly easier route for a few of us. I am delighted to 
say that everyone achieved their goal and we sat at the top and had a few 
minutes to ourselves to think about why we had done the trek, think about those 
special and close to you. Some trekkers had taken champagne up but Chloe and 
I were more than happy with our miniature Baileys. I had taken letters with me 
from special people and photographs so my few minutes were a little tearful. We 
took lots of photos and then sat in silence and watched the sun set. This was a 
very special time. 
 There was a tremendous feeling of euphoria on the Tuesday evening and a lot of 
us slept outside to look at the stars and watch for shooting satellites. After 
Tuesday, the remaining days of the trek (Wednesday, Thursday and Friday) 
seemed a little long and hard. (cont over)

Affordable Housing 
There have been five potential sites identified in Brant Broughton and 
Beckingham, and all five have been visited to assess suitability. The three within 
Brant Broughton are 
Site C ï Field adjacent to, and south of, the Fire Station ï within the Flood Zone 3 
Site D ï Paddock off High Street, next to Poachers Patch ï poor visibility exiting 
site onto High Street, especially looking south over bridge 
Site E ï Field to rear of 26 -36 West Street ï no highways or planning constraints 
It has been suggested that there is a óneedô for between 14 and 20 dwellings. 
Affordable Housing is either owned by the Housing Association and rented, or 
part purchased in association with the Housing Association. This site is outside 
the curtilage, and is therefore only available for óaffordable housingô 
Beckingham have 2 sites for consideration ï the Poor Gardens and the Playing 
Field. 
After some discussion it was agreed that site E is the only site that the Parish 
Council could support, but with a maximum of 8 houses ï the clerk to contact 
Jane Bartle at NKDC to convey this. 
 
Parish Clerk Vacancy 
There have been two expressions of interest following the advert in the 
Sandbeck. 
Cllr Thornton and Hollingworth have drawn up a draft job description, and after a 
few additions and alterations were made this will be sent to the candidates. They 
will then have two weeks to apply, and interviews will be carried out early in the 
New Year, with the appointment being made before the meeting scheduled for 
the 15th January. 
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12/86 Reports from County and District Councillors 
District Councillor Sue Howe reported the following on behalf of the District 
Council; 
There was a cluster meeting at Aubourn, but no one from Brant Broughton was in 
attendance. The next one is to be in February, although no date has been set yet. 
The POD (playbus) is back on the road after suffering from vandalism, and is 
currently in Brant Broughton on a Thursday afternoon up until Christmas. 
There is a craft display at The Hub until the 13th January, featuring work from 
ceramic and design graduates. 
There is a craft display at Whisby Nature Pak until the 6th January. 
There are performances of Dick Turpin and Annie at the Terry O Toole theatre. 
There will be some alterations to collection dates over the Christmas period, 
details on the NKDC website. 
If anyone is concerned over the Ash tree disease outbreak, then they should 
contact NKDC who have contact details. 
It has been announced that NKDC are to introduce a charge for the brown bin 
(£25 per annum) and it going for ratification later this month. District Councillors 
knew nothing of this recommendation, as it had only discussed at the Executive 
Committee without any consultation. 
The Recycling bins are now collected by a new contractor, and there is a push to 
make people more aware of what cannot be recycled. Some bins have been 
tagged and collection refused. The recycling figures for NKDC include the figures 
for composted waste (garden waste) and will be affected. The Clerk to write to 
the Chief Executive.

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Hill Holt Wood. January 2013. 
The Female Merlin appeared out of nowhere scattering the small flock of Goldfinches 
from the thistle heads they were feasting on. She immediately singled one out and was 
tail-chasing it through the garden, matching every twist and turn with the astonishing 
agility of Britainôs most able aerial predator. The Finch, in its desperate attempt to evade 
capture, made the fatal error of mistaking the glass panes of the greenhouse for an 
escape route and thudded into them; the Merlin, absolutely locked on to its quarry, stood 
no chance and broke its neck instantly as it hit the glass. The Gardener brought me the 
bird and we marvelled at its beautiful markings, piercing eyes and delicate but deadly 
talons, close up it really was a miracle of the UK bird world. It is currently residing in the 
freezer awaiting the attentions of a local taxidermist who will set it up enabling the visitors 
to the Wood Hall to examine one of Britainôs most exquisite Birds of Prey in all its 
magnificent detail. 
Over the last year the Wood Hall has seen an encouraging increase in usage; back in 
June we hosted a conference to celebrate the 10 year anniversary of us being a Social 
Enterprise. The event was billed as Conservation and Enterprise, a Meeting of Minds and 
was attended by over 80 delegates from all over the UK. Local MP Stephen Phillips 
attended the plenary sessions along with leading conservationists, social entrepreneurs, 
community stakeholders, policy makers, academics and representatives from businesses 
from all over the UK and discussed social enterprise and conservation issues. Mr Phillips 
gave a political perspective highlighting cross-party support for the place of social 
enterprise in delivering rural solutions to long-standing social problems, as well as the 
value for money such programmes deliver for hard-pressed taxpayers. In his speech, he 
also stressed the value which local policymakers attribute to the work that Hill Holt Wood 
does in the community, and the need to ensure long term solutions for management of 
the countryside unaffected by changes of Government. "Hill Holt Wood has been an 
inspiration to many of us as to what can be achieved," Mr Phillips said at the celebratory 
tree planting which followed the event. "It's a joy to celebrate everything that has been 
done in the last decade and to show everyone what a difference social enterprise can 
make in so many areas." In our continued efforts to engage the community and 
especially children in the natural environment we are putting together a programme of 
events in the form of a Kids Club that will run for two days every week during the school 
holidays, these will be fun filled, action packed days that will focus on showing children 
what the natural world has to offer. This is a direct response to the many requests we 
have had from the increasing number of families that are visiting the Hive Café on a 
Sunday.

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BEAT TEAM NEWS 

Following the changes to the Lincolnshire Policing Model last October, Sgt Jon 
Hammond, the local Community Beat Sergeant, has been constantly reviewing 
the working practices of the two teams who are based at North Hykeham Police 
Station on Newark Road. This year has seen the face of the Local Policing 

Teams change to enable them to rise to the challenges of this new year. 

PC Marc Horsewood remains as the Community Beat Manager for the Hykeham 
Town & Rural teams, with the Police Community Support Officers moving to their 
new stations this weekend, so you can expect to see PCSO Lisa Duckworth, and 
PCSO Sarah Lingard in and around your town and village areas soon, and get to 
talk with them at the various engagement activities this year. PCSO Vicky 
Czajkowski, and PCSO Marcos Meneses are both moving to Bracebridge Heath 

Police Station. 

As we move into 2013 the year to date crime figures are encouraging, 
NorthHykeham Townshows a drop of 59 less offences of crime, and Hykeham 
Rural a drop of 97 crimes. The increase in series linked crime offences are being 
tackled by Force operational initiatives, supported by the local policing teams 
(NPTôs), namely Operation Brompton (Metal Theft); Operation Rothbury (Fuel 
Theft); Operation Tanaga (Catalytic Convertor theft). These have raised the 
general awareness of the crime in the communities, target hardened those areas 
seen as vulnerable, and last year brought about a number of arrests, and 

intelligence gains. 

Two years ago, the number of anti social behaviour offences reported to the 
police stood at 1010 for North HykehamTown, and 434 for Hykeham Rural. At the 
close of 2012 the figures stood at 291 for North HykehamTown, and 182 for 

Hykeham Rural.  

This is evidence of the continued work Sergeant Jon Hammond and the Teams 
are completing, working in partnership with NKDC, on problem solving local 
priorities, and taking positive action on offenders.The Teams hope to improve 
their engagement opportunities this year, with the aim of a ñpolice faceòbeing 
seen in the community on a regular basis, with the focus being on local 

intelligence to tackle local issues. 
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Fernwood will bring a number of benefits to patients. The unit will promote 
independence and rehabilitation and allow earlier discharge from hospital. The 
number of transfers out of the district to hospitals or care homes will also be 
reduced, allowing patients to be cared for closer to home. 
 
GPs are also working to further develop the service so that they can admit and 
oversee the care for patients themselves. This will usually be elderly frail people 
who may not be so unwell as to need urgent hospital medical care, but who 
would benefit from a short period of nursing or rehabilitation. The combination of 
rehabilitation, nursing and social care available at Fernwood will help those 
patients avoid hospitalisation and will enable them to return home with an 
appropriate level of support. 
 
Amanda Sullivan, Chief Officer of Newark & Sherwood CCG said: óNewark 
Hospital is renowned for continued excellence in quality care and the service it 
delivers to its patients every single day. The Fernwood Community Unit 
represents our long-term commitment to a thriving local hospital which local 
people passionately support. But more than that, this new facility will provide 
much needed local support for frail, older members of our community.
